The cows are based on a pedigree Jersey Herd that has been bred with top LIC crossbred and Jersey bulls. The farm has only been using A2A2 Semen for the past 7 years. 
They have been milked once a day on Northland hill country clay soil and developed into hardy drought resistant animals with strong capacity and huge production potential.
Cows are herd tested 4 times a year. The average BW for sales cows is 98, average PW for cows 120. With the heifers the average BW is 130 and average PW is 152. The 2 year average Somatic Cell Count is 282 and this is reflected by the challenging environment they live in. 60% of the herd has been dry cow treated and teat sealed at a threshold level of 200 SCC. Calving starts 12th July. Heifers were mated with Jersey Bulls which were removed 24th December. 6 weeks of AB for the herd followed by Red Devon bulls removed 24th December.
Herd has been managed by sole charge staff, in a challenging employment environment and due to farm being sold the lease lapsed forcing reluctant sale. All cows submitted are presented with full confidence of performance, udder support and condition.
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
